SUMMARY

The process of human migration has a centuries-old
history, but only recently has information become avail-
able about global migration and displacement. Based
on the Global Overview of Migration and Migrants and
available data, despite important data gaps and delays,
several important conclusions can be drawn. Inter-
national migration is associated with different types
of social, economic and geopolitical processes. The
able-bodied migrants continue to move to regions with
greater opportunities, where the economy is growing
and the labor market is evolving. At the same time, it
should be noted that displacements caused by conflict,
violence and other similar factors still remain at record
levels. Unresolved, unresolved and recurring conflicts
and violence in recent years have led to an increase in
the number of refugees, including a significant share
coming from women and children. The number of IDPs
at the end of 2018 reached a maximum compared to
previous years. While, in addition to fundamental hu-
man rights issues, statelessness can pose a threat to
them, migration and relocation are still high. There-
fore, due to the urgency of the issue, data collection
and analysis pays great attention to finding ways and
directions to solve the problem. Collecting data on mi-
grants is a crucial task to better understand the trends,
processes and challenges of migration. This will help to
find ways to solve the problem both internationally and
domestically.
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
