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ECONOMY AND DEFENSE SPENDING
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ABSTRACT
In the conditions of the Russia-Ukraine war, it be-
came relevant to re-analyze the defense costs of differ-
ent countries and their economic capabilities, and the
current processes have once again awakened the world
community and convinced that the modern war is a
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war: against economy, energy, values and the future.
This process has become a motivator for the states
to increase the economic costs of defense for modern
defense capabilities. Despite the high pace of human
development and the idea of peaceful coexistence of a
humane society, the states are convinced that in view of
the current situation: existing threats, uneven distribu-
tion of resources and division of spheres of influence, it
is necessary to increase the rearmament of countries,
which has no borders and in turn challenges the idea
of a peaceful future. Heavy historical experience and
current processes are the main argument for states to
direct economic resources to increase the production
of weapons, while the use of said resources for other
global problems would make humanity much better.
Like many countries, Georgia, with its location, taking
into account threats, territorial problems, existing eco-
nomic and security challenges, is one of the first coun-
tries that needs a significant increase in economic costs
on defense, because it has no other alternative in the
current situation.
