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ABSTRACT
Considering the geopolitical situation and existing
challenges of Turkey, one of the main instruments for
protecting the country’s national interests represents




a correct and proactive policy. Turkey is in such a geo-
political space that, especially in the Middle East, pro-
tecting its interests in terms of security, trade econom-
ics, and political perspectives is crucial. In the depths
of the geopolitical dimension, significant international
actors’ influences, interests, and goals are intertwined.
Turkey itself acts as the center of its geopolitical space.
This country has already established a significant in-
fluence in neighboring regions— the Balkans, the Near
East, and the Caucasus—for consolidating its political
positions and securing a leadership role in the region.
Turkey possesses a multifaceted regional identity and,
at the same time, has the capacity and responsibility
to produce an integrated and multilevel foreign policy.
The country actively participates in resolving conflicts
and promoting international peace and security pro-
cesses. Turkey manages to shape its spheres of influ-
ence and actively participate in regional political life,
striving to act according to its own interests, which, se-
quentially, qualifies it as an important player in global
political areal. The position and role of Turkey in the
new international order are highly significant. It can
greatly influence the world through regional leaders
(including Turkey’s President Recep Tayyip Erdogan),
who act based on their own geopolitical interests. Over
the years, Turkey’s role as an international and region-
al leader has grown, and the Russia-Ukraine conflict
has granted it new power and authority as a mediator,
which, effectively, has cemented Turkey’s role in the in-
ternational political arena.

Turkey’s politics have always been based on estab-
lishing strong economic and political relationships si-
multaneously with various actors—a multipolar policy.
Turkey is striving to assert its leadership position in
the Black Sea and Eastern European countries, show-
ing interest in the so-called “Middle Corridor” initiative
by creating political and economic alliances in border
regions and deepening trade cooperation through vi-
sa-free zones. The country also aims to fulfill the role
of an energy hub, which will help Turkey increase its
geopolitical power and play an active role in resolving
both regional and global conflicts.

In recent periods, Turkey’s actions are part of a uni-
fied strategic vision. Today, Turkey represents a signif-
icant independent force that strives to create favorable
conditions for its interests and security in neighboring
regions. Georgia should consider that Turkey’s forma-
tion as an important and independent regional power
represents an objective reality
