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ABSTRACT

This study examines the impact of income inequal-
ity on women'’s economic status and economic growth
in the Republic of Georgia. Based on statistical analysis,
it was found that woman'’s average earnings remain sig-
nificantly lower than men’s do, creating major econom-
ic barriers. Correlation analysis revealed that gender
pay disparity negatively affects economic growth, while
women'’s labor force participation has a positive impact.
The study suggests that advancing gender equality can
significantly contribute to the country’s economic de-
velopment.
