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Theses: he principle of subsidiarity may be the basis for
decentralization: The principle of subsidiarity is a guarantee that public
policy will be successful at all levels of government. That's why national
governments have differentiated services, resulting in competition, and
control is carried out through state agencies or directly by government.
Decentralization consists of three main components - political,
administrative and fiscal decentralization. Historically, two levels of
administrative-territorial division are possible in Georgia. These are: local
and intermediate levels. Little countries, fearing the emergence of
separatism, are avoiding the federal arrangement of the country because
they are more likely to vercome this problem. Due to the experiences of
the Eastern European countries, the diversity of one level creates great
difficulties. There are three levels of governance in major European
countries and the United States (State / Party, County / District and
Municipality). This is due to the high efficiency of management. There are
only one (municipal) level of local self-government in small (dwarf states)
countries. Some of the models of this kind are introduced in some post-
Communist countries (Lithuania, Armenia, etc.) and each one has both

strong and weak parties.
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
