Abstract: There are public and occupational pensions in the US. The
American state pension system (OASDI) accumulates Social Security taxes
paid by employer-employee (84%), additional taxes paid by upper-income
individuals (2%), and interests earned on accumulated trust funds (14%).

Occupational pension is accumulated and offered in a privet industry
mainly by the employers, but self-employed individuals can also establish

and contribute income to the funds tax-free. Major occupational retirement
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plans in the US are: 401(K), 403(b), 457, Thrift Savings plan, Employer
sponsored IRAs, a simple IRA, and SEP IRAs.

Contribution to the pension plans is pre-tax up to certain limits.
Retirement funds are invested by the actuaries in the stock market
resulting in assets to grow. Investment activity involves risk of asset prices
misalignments due to portfolio managers behavior and market
concentration.
