On July 6%, at their 24" bilateral Summit, leaders of the European
Union and Japan have given their political agreement on the main
elements of an Economic Partnership Agreement that would lower
barriers on virtually all the goods traded between them.

The deal is certainly impressive in its scope and has significant
longer-term implications, both for the signatories and for other
countries. The agreement is set to come into effect in early 2019 and
encompasses about 600 million people living in two economic ar-
eas that together account for nearly 30% of the world economy and
40% of global trade.

Despite the fact that Japan is currently the EU’s sixth largest trad-
ing partner worldwide and its seventh largest export market, cus-
toms duties between two parts still total some 1 billion Euros every
year. Consequently, the deal could raise the EU’s exports to Japan
by 34% and Japan'’s to the EU by 29%. In spite of having reached an
agreement in principle on the main elements of an EPA, implemen-
tation part, there still exist some differences that must be narrowed
in order to make a deal.

On the other hand, the deal has a big impact on international po-
litical and economic relations. EPA will definitely affect the Brexit
negotiations, while it can also force American industry to lobby Con-
gress and the White House for a more flexible approach towards
multilateral trade frameworks, as president Trump’s antipathy for
such deals has been hitting Europe and Japan pretty hard.
